Vintage 2020 was a highly contrasted vintage that got off to a difficult start. The year began
with an exceptionally rainy winter followed by a very mild spring. In this context,
protecting the vines against mildew and managing the soil was a real struggle.
The first miracle appeared in mid-May, with dry and warm conditions during one of
the earliest flowerings we have seen, two weeks ahead of schedule. The second
miracle was on 19 June when the rain stopped, and the weather turned dry and cool
until the beginning of the grape colour-change in mid-July. It is at this point in time
that summer settled in for good, with some spells of heat through to mid-August
when thunderstorms provided some relief and allowed the Merlot grapes to swell.
The later-ripening Cabernets remained the size of blueberries until harvest, and the
Merlots will ripe slowly until mid-September. The result was a vintage harvested
about ten days early, mostly in sunny conditions. Both the Merlot and Cabernet were
tannic, colourful and perfectly balanced. The grapes quickly expressed an intense
aromatic expression in the vats.

Vineyards The soil is very typical of Saint Emilion, being mainly composed of clay which is found on a layer of chalk. Grape

varieties 85% Merlot / 15% Cabernet Franc. The average vine age is 35 years.

Winemaking In terms of winemaking, Héléne and Patrice have made some small but significant changes over the years, with
a distinct less-is-more approach in terms of maceration/extraction and judicious use of oak, with more of the
larger 300-liter barrels being employed. They have also stopped using the optical sorting table, which selected
berries based on size. Instead, they have gone back to hand sorting in the vineyard and the winery. No longer
looking for uniformity in grapes, now they are looking for some diversity in sizes to offer more complexity

Vinification/ There has been significant investment in renovating the cellar so that all work is completely done by gravity to

Maturation ensure that the precious grapes of the Chateau are well respected. The cellar is equipped with wooden vats,
stainless steel tanks and concrete vats of 50 to 70 hl. A strict policy of selection to ensure the quality is
undertaken and individual steps including pigeage are all carried out by hand. Malolactic fermentation is done
in new french oak barrels specially selected from different coopers for the property. The wine is then aged for
18 months in 80% new French oak barrels.

Tasting Notes The wine of Chateau Barde-Haut offer an admirably balanced dialogue between power and freshness, resulting
in a product of rare elegance.

“The 2020 Barde-Haut unwinds in the glass with aromas of blackberries, cassis and blueberries mingled with
hints of violets and spices. Medium to full-bodied, rich, and fleshy, with a deep core of ripe but lively fruit,
powdery tannins, and a floral finish, it's the usual blend of more or less 80% Merlot and 20% Cabernet Franc
(the latter increasingly deriving from massal selections taken at Clos I'Eglise).”

Picked September 21-30 at
42hl/ha, it does not disguise its opulent nose and displays more blue fruit than some of its peers, gaining purity
with aeration and delivering macerated black cherries, loganberry, crushed violet, and very subtle hints of fresh
fig. The palate is medium-bodied with supple tannins that disguise the structure of this Saint-Emilion Grand Cru.
