Following 20 years in the high-tech industry segment, essentially for US vendors,
Didier Marcelis took over the family property (9,5ha by then) in early 2003.
Chateau Sérilhan had been created in 1982 by Didier’s grandfather, then managed
by his parents. As soon as he arrived, and with the full support of his brother
Thierry, Didier invested rapidly in order to improve the quality of the domain. Since
late 2007, Bernard Franc ex director Chateau Pontet Canet and Lafon Rochet, is the
technical director to Sérilhan and in the same time Hubert de Bolard rejoins them
as the consulting oenologist.

2016 Bordeaux will be remembered for its schizophrenic weather conditions. John
Nash would have felt right at home. This first half of the year set records for the
amount of water in the vineyards. With its gravel and clay terroir, vineyards in the
Saint Estephe appellation were able to remove the excess moisture. Starting in
June, Bordeaux came close to setting another record, for the extreme dry period
that lasted until September 12. This is no problem for the soils in St Estephe,
because they were adept at holding ample moisture, allowing the grapes to fully
ripen.
Capped by the warm, sunny days and cool nights, and stress at the just the right
moment for the Cabernet Sauvignon, and Merlot, along with the late summer rains
was perfect! The long growing season ended in mid-October for most of the
estates. The growers might be all smiles now, but they were more than nervous at
several points during the season.

The palate is medium bodied with juicy black and red fruits, very fine tannins, a
touch of new oak and with more than enough fruit. The finish is long and sensual.
Extremely tempting, this is a seduction from Saint Estéphe!
An excellent accompaniment to red meats, particularly quality cuts of beef or full-
flavoured lamb, this fine red would also pair well with a selection of soft and
mature cheeses.
