General Info The vast vineyard of Lagrange spreads over 117 uninterrupted hectares in the Saint-
Julien-appellation. In 1855, its passionate and visionary owner, the Count Duchatel,
ex-Home Secretary to King Louis-Philippe, who had introduced a drainage system in
the vineyard, contributed to its classification as a third growth. The beginning of the
20th century was much less glorious as the economic conditions deteriorated.
Despite several changes in ownership, the decline in business meant the estate had
to be broken up: from 280 hectares in1840, the domain had been reduced to 57
hectares by December 1983, when the Japanese group Suntory bought it from the
Cendoya family, owners since 1925. By dint of more than twenty years of major
efforts and investments, Chateau Lagrange is universally acknowledged as being back
in excellent form after this restructuring which is considered as the most spectacular
of the Medoc. In May 2007, Bruno Eycard succeeded Marcel Ducasse (1984-2007) as
Director of Chateau Lagrange. In 2008 was realised a new refurbishing of the
vinification room. In 2009, Chateau Lagrange innovated with the optical sort-out of

the berries in order to face the great volume of berries to sort out in this big estate. b-a s

Vintage The harvest period was dry, sunny with normal temperatures. Fresh mornings SAINT.JULIEN
allowing to preserve acidity. The harvest in red started on September 21st and ended o o
on October 10th with up to 100 pickers.

Vineyards Located entirely within the appellation of Saint-Julien, our vineyard stretches in a
single block over two North-South rises of Gunzian gravelly soil. In parts, large and
coarse and in others finer, this gravel is combined with sand or iron-rich clay
depending on the plots. With an altitude of 24 metres, the centre of the domain
marks the highest point of Saint-Julien. The estate covers 157 hectares (390 acres), of
which 115 hectares (284 acres) are under vine. Most of the plots benefit from a
drainage system. The red grape varieties planted are those that typically thrive on the
Médoc terroir, with 65% Cabernet Sauvignon, 28% Merlot and 7% Petit Verdot.

The Cabernet Sauvignon contributes structure and ageing potential, the Merlot
roundness and body, and the Petit Verdot fruit and complexity.
Maturation 21 months in French oak - 60% new barrels
Tasting Notes Sweet, toasty, oaky notes interwoven with hints of black olives, blackberries, cassis, and spice box are found in
this densely saturated ruby/purple-hued 2005. While rich, with impressive concentration and purity, it is also
tannic, full-bodied, and painfully backward and foreboding. This is another long-term prospect that will require
patience.

Serve with Chateau Lagrange is best served at 15.5 degrees Celsius, 60 degrees Fahrenheit. The cool, almost cellar
temperature gives the wine more freshness and lift. Best served with all types of classic meat dishes, veal, pork,
beef, lamb, duck, game, roast chicken, roasted, braised, and grilled dishes.

“The winemaker at Lagrange is the brother of the winemaker at Léoville-Las Cases, so family Christmases must
be quite a treat. Unusually for the Médoc, this ever-impressive wine has been made with more Merlot than usual
(45%), rather than more Cabernet (46%). The yields are down to a lowly 40hl/ha, which bestows the wine with



great concentration. The keynote here though is the incredible ripeness. The attractive nose is elegant and
pretty, while the wine itself is pure and generous with polished blackberry fruit and real sex appeal. Another
great wine from this Berrys' favourite.”
